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SAFETY MESSAGE

FORT VANCOUVER SAILS

“Frankly | didn't think it was that rough, but | wore my
inflatable PFD anyway.” These words were spoken by
a fisherman describing his actions just before he and
his fishing companions left the shelter of the harbor
and crossed the bar. Without warning, a large wave hit
the bow of the boat. They broached and every one
was lost... EXCEPT THE FISHERMAN THAT WAS
WEARING HIS PFD.

What lesson is there to learn from this experience? |
am sure you have all heard the old saying"there are old
sailors and there are bold sailors, but there are no old
bold sailors.” Why? Because a rookie will follow the
rules to the letter because he does not have enough
“experience” to know which rule he can disobey. Only
we old salts believe that we are impervious to harm,
We have either forgotten the rules or just become so
blasé that we think the rules don't apply. Perhaps we
have been out there so many times with out mishap
that we have relaxed the rules just a little, and we are
still here to tell the story. Maybe the rules are only for
the other guy. We believe that, right up to the time the
boat is sinking and we are struggling in the water
looking for the PFD that was right here just a minute
ago.

As the season swings into full gear we want to remind
every one of our boaters to wear your PFD. Get one
that is comfortable because you wil wear a
comfortable life jacket.

Never forget that there are young boaters around
looking at us, and when they see us in and around our
boats acting like big shots that do not have to wear
proper life saving gear we are sending a wrong and
dangerous message.

$ & THEY ARE CALLED LIFESAVERS FOR A REASON !

" One more thing; Every year there is some dilbert who
blows himself and/or his boat up. There are hard fast
rules regarding refueling, storing fuel, and starting your
gasoline engine. Learn the rules. Don't be a victim.
Gasoline is much too expensive to waste it by building
a bomb in the bilge of your motor craft. Stay Safe!

It provides 35 Ibs of buoyancy
when inflated, has SOLAS reflective tape for visibility, and a safety whistle to alert
rescuers.

All of the Mustang Suspenders can also be purchastda built-in safety harness that
provides stainless steel rings and 2" webbingetest over 4000 Ibs. The added cost for

this feature is approximately $30. For weak or sammmers, ask about the NEW “Lift”
PFD that elevates the wearer up to 9” above therwaurface when inflated.

You can order the Mustang Suspenders by calling Susan Atlas toll-free at 1-800 776-
7199. Tell her that you are a member of the United States Power Squadron. NOTE:
Inflatable PFD’s are not approved for wear by children under the age of 16 or weighing
less than 80 Ibs.
